Before the Prophet Muhammad the Arabs were divided into tribes (Qabila)

A Chief was chosen on the basis of family as well as his own courage wisdom and
generosity.

Many tribes were Nomadic or bedouins, moving from dry to green (oases) of the desert in
search of food.

Some Settled in the cities and practised trade or agriculture.

Prophet Muhammad declared :

Himself to be the messenger (rasul) of God - who had been commanded to preach that
Allah alone Should be worshiped.

The worship involved simple rituals,

Suchas-

Salat-daily prayer

Alms - distribution among the helpless.

Muhammad was to found a community of believers - Umma - bound by a common set of
religious beliefs.

The community would bear witness (shahada) to the existence of the religion before God as
well as before members of other religious communities.

Muhammad's message particularly appealed to those Macanese who felt deprived of the
gains from trade and religion and were looking for the new community identity. Those who
accepted the doctrine were called ' Muslims'.
